President Simmons called the Meeting to order at 12:00 p.m., Steve Clark delivered the Invocation and President Simmons led the Pledge(s) of Allegiance. 
*** At this time, City Secretary Susan Collins came forward to administer the Oath of Office to newly appointed Director Tony Templeton.  Mr. Templeton then took his seat with the Directors. 
C) PUBLIC FORUM

None at this time.             

1) APPROVE MINUTES OF JUNE 28, 2018 REGULAR MEETING AND JULY 12, 2018 PUBLIC HEARING 
Mr. Hicks made a Motion to approve the Minutes as presented. Mrs. McDaniel seconded the Motion.  Motion passed unanimously with six (6) for and none (0) against.    
2) REVIEW FINANCIAL REPORTS 
Financial Reports were reviewed and discussed at this time.  Mr. Hicks made a Motion to accept the Financial Reports as presented.  Mr. Sikes seconded the Motion.  Motion passed unanimously with four (4) for and none (0) against.   
3) DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION – FM 421 PARK LIGHTING PROJECT
Project Coordinator/City Manager Steve Clark advised that he has contact Mr. Sam Bethea with Entergy concerning this project.  Mr. Bethea is currently out of the office for medical reasons and will contact the City upon his return.  No formal action was required or taken at this time.

4) DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION – FM 421 PARK POND PROJECT
Project Coordinator/City Manager, Steve Clark advised that the vision for the park has always included a pond; however TCEQ has to certify that it is not a “wetlands” area.  Mr. Clark further stated that it would cost approximately $25,000.00 per acre to dig the additional 3-4 acres.  Although there was much discussion on this item, no formal action was required or taken at this time. 

5) DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION – FM 421 PARK SPLASH PAD PROJECT
Project Coordinator/City Manager Steve Clark advised that in order to prepare for a splash pad project the current 2” water line must be upgraded to a 6-8” pipe for adequate water flow.  The estimated cost for splash pad construction would be between $600,000.00 - $750,000.00 dollars.   Much discussion followed; however, no formal action was required or taken at this time.
6) FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS – DISCUSS RECOMMENDATIONS FOR UPCOMING PROJECTS
After many possible projects were discussed, Mr. Crosby made a Motion to approve the following order of importance:

1) Installation of additional security/gates

2) Clearing additional 25 acres for “Multi-purpose” practice fields

3) Perimeter lighting

4) Pond

5) Larger covered pavilion

6) Revisit splash pad construction in 2019-’20 fiscal year

Mr. Hicks seconded the Motion.  Motion passed unanimously with six (6) for and none (0) against.  
7) ADJOURNMENT 
Prior to adjournment, Mr. Hicks stated that Mr. Fritz Erbelding has indicated that he will not be requesting reappointment due to scheduling conflicts with other obligations. There being no further business, Mr. Hicks made a Motion to adjourn.  Mrs. McDaniel seconded the Motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  Meeting adjourned at 1:06 p.m..
