DISCUSSION AND INFORMATION CONCERNING THE FOLLOWING: 

1) For the purpose of discussion and possible action on a variance request submitted by Ridley 
McKinley to encroach upon the east side building setback line 3’ to build a home.  The property is located at 1790 Kayla’s Circle, Lot 269, Copper Point, Phase 8, in the R. C. Rogers Survey, Abstract Number 46, P# CPT8-269, Lumberton, Hardin County, Texas.  

Ridley McKinley stated that there is a 10’ Lumberton MUD utility easement on the west side of his property, as well as a drainage ditch west of his property line.  He would like to encroach upon the 7 ½’ east setback line 3’ to build his home.  The adjacent lot to the east has a 15’ utility easement on the west side of the lot.  That will still give 19 ½’ between homes.  His lot is the last lot before the drainage ditch.
