The City entered into this agreement initially with Hardin County, and since then, the County Attorney has contacted the City to amend the agreement, and it be approved by the City, to remove a portion of the prior local agreement that provided that the City of Lumberton’s subdivision ordinances would apply to certain areas outside the City limits in the Long Leaf Subdivision.  The City of Lumberton has no authority to regulate areas outside the City limits or inside Beaumont’s jurisdiction.  Originally, this Interlocal Agreement between the City of Lumberton and Hardin County was put in place so the two could share information regarding Long Leaf Subdivision development of Phase 1, which had an impact on both entities.
